Our attendance continues 
to be above both the Hackney and national average as a 
result of the hard work of  pupils, parents and school staff. 
Thank you! The  government recently announced that    
international travel can gradually resume as destinations 
are added to England’s ‘green list’. People should not travel 
to ‘amber’ and ‘red’ countries, and strict rules on testing and     
quarantine remain in place to protect public health and the 
vaccination programme. Pupil attendance at school is  man-
datory and absence due to holidays in term time will not be 
authorised.

They have agreed the Federation budget 
and have been discussing standards at each school as well 
as risks related to national issues such as recruitment. A 
number of improvements have been planned for the     
Summer break.
