Understand terms such as ‘more than’ and ‘fewer
than’ while comparing quantities to 5.
Use positional language.
Explore 2D and 3D shapes.
Develop counting-like behaviour, such as making
sounds, pointing or saying some numbers in
sequences.
Experiment with our own symbols and marks as
well as numerals. 
Build with a range of resources.
